Chairman Debnam called the public hearing to order and stated the purpose of the Public Hearing is to receive public comments and discuss the FY2012-14 Secondary Road Program with NCDOT.


Conrad Burrell, 14th Division Representative, introduced  Joel Setzer, Division Engineer, and Jonathan Woodard, District Engineer, 
Mr. Burrell presented the Secondary Road Program for the next three fiscal years. Jackson County’s share of the secondary roads improvement fund is $672,013 for each fiscal year. He requested the Board of Commissioners, during its next regular meeting, to adopt a resolution approving those expenditures.
Mr. Setzer stated the secondary road program requires the approval of county government. Traditionally this program has been for paving unpaved roads. The program also includes safety improvements. 

Mr. Woodard presented a list of projects for each fiscal year. Funds in the amount of $800,900 from the prior year are available. The estimated cost to complete the FY2012 projects is $1.8 million, thus this year’s funds and future years will be used to supplement current projects. Old Bullpen Road, Garnet Road, and Laurel Knob Road are programmed to be completed in FY2013. Lower North Fork Road and Chastain Creek Road in FY2014 provided funding is the same as this year along with paving Dillard Road and Bear Lake Road. 
Public Comments:  Robert Stafford of Glenville inquired about the status of paving the remaining .17 miles of Fenley Forest Road which is not listed on the current program. 
There being no further comments, Commissioner Elders moved that the public hearing be adjourned.  Commissioner Jones seconded the Motion. Motion carried.
