The Jackson County Board of Commissioners held a Special Meeting on January 11, 2012 at 9:00 a.m., Justice & Administration Building, 401 Grindstaff Cove Road, Room A201, Sylva, North Carolina.

Jack Debnam, Chairman, called the meeting to order and stated the purpose of the Special Meeting is to consider the transfer of Metrostat assets to the County of Jackson and Town of Sylva. 
 


Mr. Coward stated that Metrostat Communication, Inc. and Metrostat Technologies, Inc. are in default of the terms of the notes and deeds of trust on revolving loans to Jackson County and the Town of Sylva.  The corporations have agreed to convey all assets to the County and Town. In order to complete the transfer, all of which have been approved by the Town of Sylva, the following documents were presented: 

1. Assignment of Lease from Metrostat Communication, Inc. to the County of Jackson and Town of Sylva. The lease is for all right, title, interest and obligations in and to a “Short Term Lease” dated November 23, 2011 between John R. Kevlin, Inc. and Metrostat Communications, Inc. for certain property described in a deed recorded in Book 1066 at page 579, Jackson County Public Registry. 

2. Commercial Lease Agreement by and between Benjamin Shaw and wife, Lynn Shaw and the County of Jackson and Town of Sylva. The lease is for properties located at 52 Shulman Street and 60 Shulman Street in Sylva. The term of the lease expires on March 2012. The lease payments are $1,200.00 per month. 

3. Debt in Lieu of Foreclosure from Metrostat Communication, Inc. and Metrostat Technologies, Inc. to the County of Jackson and Town of Sylva.  The corporations have agreed, in lieu of foreclosure of the deeds of trust, to convey all corporate assets to the County and Town in addition to certain real property located in the Cullowhee Township.  Further, the corporations have agreed to convey all Rights of Way for the installation of 19,000 feet of duct work in which 32,000 feet of cable was placed in the ground in Jackson County. 

4. Warranty Deed from John Kevlin and wife Robin Kevlin to the County of Jackson and Town of Sylva for three tracts of land located in Cullowhee Township as described in deeds recorded in Book 1126 at page 792, Book 994 at page 220 and Book 803 at page 409, Jackson County Public Registry. 

5. Bill of Sale from Metrostat Communication, Inc. and Metrostat Technologies, Inc.  to the County of Jackson County and Town of Sylva for equipment and machinery, including parts and supplies, customer phone list, all accounts receivables, notes receivable, merchandise and/or serve contract entitlements and other receivables, furniture, fixtures and equipment and other personal tangible property used in the operation of or arising out of the business. 


6. Expenses: All expenses will be shared equally between the County and Town.
Motion: Commissioner Cody moved to approve the execution and acceptance of the documents. Commissioner Jones seconded the Motion. Motion carried by unanimous vote. 


There being no further business, Commissioner Elders moved to adjourn the meeting.  Commissioner Cody seconded the Motion.  Motion carried by unanimous vote and the meeting adjourned at 9:30 a.m.
